VOLUNTEERS ARE THE HEARTBEAT OF THE FOREST SERVICE

The mission of the Forest Service is to sustain thealth, diversity, and productivity
of the Nation’s forests and grasslands to meet tteds of present and future
generations. The mission of the Forest Service is guided by tHandamental
principle of providing the greatest amount of goodor the greatest amount of
people in the long run and is characterized by thelogan: Caring for the Land and
Serving People.

U.S. Forest Service Chief Abigail Kimbell announcedhe Agency's plan to
participate in the nation's economic recovery progam. The Forest Service has
received $1.15 billion from the American Recoveryrd Reinvestment Act
(ARRA).

The first group of Forest Service projects nationwde created by the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act, totaling $98 millionhave been selected. These
initial projects will create 1,500 jobs, giving theAgency the early opportunity to
put people to work. The remaining projects, totalirg $1.052 billion, will be
announced shortly and will create an additional 23500 jobs nationwide.

First round projects on lands managed by the ForesBervice in California will
include maintenance and construction on facilitiessoads and trails totaling 70
jobs and $7.75 million. The jobs are estimated taét from four months up to a
year. These projects will benefit 11 counties.

Angeles National Forest in Partnership with OutwardBound Los Angeles, Los
Angeles Conservation Corp and San Gabriel Valley Guservation Corp will be
accomplishing trail maintenance over the next 18 nmih period (December 31,
2010) through ARRA funding. Please report any trdiconditions to me.

Angeles National Forest has two new wildernesses:agic Mountain and Pleasant
View Ridge which encompass approx. 40,000 acres.

Ten (Eleven, Twelve) Essentials
Since I'm unable to predict the outcome of everiiike, | prepare by asking myself “Which emergency
won’'t happen to me on this trip?” Then, to keep itsimple, | use these “-TION” words to describe and
organize essential gear.
1. Preparation: Research your route, prepare your gegrand leave your plan (destination and return
time) with an emergency contact.
2. Navigation: Trail or topographic map, simple compas, the route description, and the knowledge
to use these.
Hydration: Full water bottles plus extra or water treatment tablets for purifying filter.
Nutrition: Nutrition bars, snacks, or meals for the day plus extra. Plan to return with some food.
Ignition: Matches, lighter, fire starter, or stove with full fuel bottle or canister.
lllumination: Headlamp with fresh batteries.
Radiation: Sun hat, sunglasses, sunscreen, lip balidV-resistant clothes.
Insulation: Base layer (wicking), insulation layer,raingear, extra socks, soft-shell jacket, extra
(unworn) insulating garment.
9. Medication: Your personal daily mediations, first ad kit with fresh supplies, instructions, and the
knowledge to use them.
10. Protection: Space blanket, tarp (to shelter acciddrvictims in sun or rain), survival bivy sack (to
warm hypothermic victims).
11. Stabilization: Trekking poles (third leg, mon-pod,shelter pole, cougar and bear defense, poison
oak deflector, general poking and irritating of smdl creatures).
12.Recreation: Emergency lists, signal whistle, signahirror, knife, multi-tool, cord.

On March14th George Aumann and Mark Gage
installed a deadman up at the last switchback on
the Lower Sam Merril Trail. To shore up tread
reinforcement weld wire that had previously
been installed. The 4' rebar was not enough to
hold all the weight from the boulders and dirt
that was used to backfill the wire. Well it is now!
On the way up the last bit of trail we stopped to
install a rock waterbar to slow the flow of water
and guide it off the trail.

In the weeks to come we will be installing more
steps. As we did just past the first mile marker.
We want to reinstall the steps at the 4th
switchback that a contractor had removed when
the last Sutter Walls were installed. These
steps will make it easier and more importantly,
safer to advance through the switchback. Also
helps to reduce the erosion caused by

rainfall. Some boards will be installed where the
running threads are showing at Sutterwall
installations. At present these are trip and fall
hazards due to erosion. We will also attend to the
slides that are always present along the route.
We hope to be getting back into Castle Canyon
to continue with the repairs that are needed
there as well.

we heard a tree was across the trail. It turned outhat
the tree was just before the area where we cleared
big slide 2 years ago. The tree was about 20" in
diameter. Andy and Danny started work on that while
5 of us worked and removing the slide off the trai
Others continued down the trail towards the canyon
floor to work the tread back up.

At the big slide area, the dirt and rock had once gain
built up on the trail to a depth of about 6'. We vorked
and lowering the slide back to its original locatio. We
dropped the trail 6'. Once done the tread was aboug'
wide in the center and about 18" on the ends. The
length of tread we repaired was about 40'. About@)
yards beyond the big slide was one minor slide wth
was being worked on. A few of us joined in down
there and 30' past the minor slide, the tread wasnty
6" for about a 5' section. In order to make the tail
safe for the visitors, we used a rock bar and puki's
to take away the rock and widen the trail. Once doe
the tread was about 20's and safer for hikers to [s.

The trail today is 100% better than when we foundti
But we still need fencing and rebar to reinforce tie
slide area from allowing more rocks and dirt to
continue to cover the trail. The fencing will slowthe
process down and it will also allow for the trail b be
clear for a longer period of time.

Saturday, March 21st, is to head back up into Bear
Canyon. I'd like to finish up the loose ends we wer
