Why do people litter?

People who litter feel no sense of ownership or pie for the forest. Litter is about
selfishness, as well as community apathy. PeoplatHitter believe someone else will
remove it or they are too lazy to dispose of theatn(s) properly. People in the act of
littering feel it is not a big deal. Once there iditter in the area, people are inclined to add
to it.

Another form of litter is lllegal dumping. When times get tough, people aren't as
likely to fork over the money to take trash to thdandfill. So some heave old sofas and
construction waste onto rural roadsides or into cayons. Again a illegal dump will grow
in size if not removed.

Why does litter and illegal dumps grow? A popularsociological theory says that if
a building has a broken window that is not fixed, bances are that another one will
appear. Then another, and another, until the buildng becomes an eyesore. That illegal
dump and trash pile will, just like the broken window in that building, grow in size until
removed.

Today, the “Leave No Trace” concept takes into aczint a growing number of
forest users, asking visitors to actually leave thedestination in better condition than
they found it.

If you find litter in Angeles Forest, pick it up to enhance the area’s beauty for the
next visitor. If you find an illegal dump or more litter than you can remove, inform
Howard about the location and amount of trash thaineeds to be removed.

You'll feel good that you did, and those followig in your footsteps will appreciate
your effort.

Views of a sunset for Hart
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Why do accidents occur.

There are different kinds of hazards in any job @ne. Safeguards are used to prevent these
hazards from causing accidents. What procedure nds to be done to prevent the same accident from
reoccurring in the future?

In 1990 a British psychologist James T. Reasoneaated the Swiss Cheese model for use in risk
analysis and risk management. The Swiss Cheese mbdes since gained widespread acceptance and
use in healthcare, in the aviation safety industryand in emergency service organizations. It is
sometimes called the cumulative act effect.

Each slice of cheese represents a safeguard: aatefe or layer of protection intended to prevent a
hazard from becoming a accident.

Holes in the safeguards (cheese slices) are flasvdailures that increase the likelihood that a
hazard will cause an accident. No safeguard is fipwoof; holes continually open, close and shift
location. Each hole represents an active error oakent condition.

Active error/failures occur when a human is in diect contact with the system. For example
pushing the wrong button, turning a switch by mist&e. Latent condition/failure are harder to detect.
They are failures that occur at any level of the agganization and arise from decisions, policies or
procedures made by people who are not at the poiof action, such as designers, administrators, etc.

An accident can result from multiple contributing failures (holes). The growing trajectory path
of a error increases as more layers of protectioare lost. When enough safeguards are overcome, the
resulting error causes an accident as shown in Figel 1. Accidents are prevented when a protective |lay
stops the error trajectory as shown in Figure 2.

After an accident occurs, a review needs to be de to see where the holes are in the protection
layers. Then derive methods of reducing the numbesf holes or creating another protective layer sora
accident is not repeated.
