On February 21, a number of you assisted the ForeService in providing a quality
experience for participates and fans of the AMGEN T our of California. Thank you.
Under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act i@ntly signed by President
Obama, the Forest Service will create and maintaiprivate sector jobs for communities
by funding “shovel ready” projects to remove hazar@us biomass, restore watersheds,
repair trails, bridges and roads, and make fish pasage improvements.
“We anticipate receiving, under the provisions of he Recovery Act, over a billion
dollars this year for our economic recovery program Using that money, we expect to
create almost 30,000 new private sector jobs ovdnd next two years,” Forest Service
Chief Gail Kimbell concluded.
Although no specific information on projects is avdable yet, the agency has posted

to inform the public about the projects it will undertake.
Last year the Upper Bear Creek Trail (#9W10) expernced significant erosion
resulting in the collapsing of a 29 foot section. féer inspecting the site, it was
determined that the only effective measure of mitigting this damage would be to
implement surface blasting.
The blasting was completed on January 31, 20008, &dmwas a result of a cumulative
effort including 6 FS employees, 7 San Gabriel Mouain trail builder volunteers, and
3 High Country Riders packing volunteers which browght 6 pack animals. The pack
animals managed to transport over a 1000 pounds tdols and explosives.
