WOW, January became an interesting month.  It started with beautiful weather which 
allowed us to conduct 2 trail maintenance projects (1/9/10 Middle Sam Merrill Trail, 
approx. 70 individuals participated and 1/16/10 Sunset Ridge Trail, approx. 100 
individuals participated).  See updated Station Fire Recovery Closure Map for this area.  
As we completed the January 16th trail maintenance event, a succession of winter 
storms visited and produced some significant rain and snow fall over the Angeles 
National Forest until January 23nd.  So far, we haven’t heard of any widespread storm 
damage, except for a couple of sites on Angeles Crest and Forest Highways. 
Station Fire Restoration Program kicks off with Trail Maintenance 101 on January 30th, 
with approx. 30 individuals sending the day learning and applying some basic trail 
maintenance skills.   Hopefully, these individuals will supplement our volunteer 
workforce as we slowly implement the Station Fire non-motorized Trail Restoration 
Program of Work.  If interested in learning more about other training opportunities,

During February, we hope to build upon our early success (Sam Merrill and Sunset 
Ridge Trails) in conducting Station Fire Trail Restoration projects, if weather 
permitting.

Santa Clarita Valley Trail Advisory Committee is working on various trail projects, 
which will enhance the recreational experience in the NW portion of Los Angeles 
County.   Some of the projects are: Bouquet Canyon Area – Community Standards, 
Placerita Nature Center – trail mapping, Sand Canyon Area – East Walker Ranch to 
Golden Valley Open Space etc.
