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GREETINGS 
 
VOLUNTEERS ARE THE HEARTBEAT OF THE FOREST SERVICE 
 
“ The Forest Service is about sustaining the health, diversity and productivity of the 
nation’s forests and grasslands to meet the needs of present and future generations.” 
Chief Abigail Kimbell, January 2008. 
April’s weather pattern allowed us to conduct trail condition surveys of trails impacted 
by the Station Fire and this past winter storms.  Some trails were greatly impacted 
while others appeared to survive with minor damage.  Based upon this survey, we’ll 
recommend that certain trails be opened for public use while others will remain closed 
until the surrounding area stabilizes or a contract is awarded for trail reconstruction.  
We’ve started some trail reconstruction work (El Prieto, Silver Moccasin NRT, Pacific 
Crest National Scenic Trail etc) and will be working with Student Conservation 
Association Fire Recovery personnel in June on trail reconstruction projects.  Thank 
you, for those that assisted in this trail condition survey or provided information. 
California Trail Day was a low key event since we didn’t know if the weather was 
going to cooperate and if access to Wildwood Picnic Area would be available.  We 
had approx. 50 individuals attend this event and they worked on either the Stone 
Canyon or Condor Peak Trails.  What a difference they’ve made on these trails. 
Along with the Trail Condition Surveys, we’ve also developed a strategy for 
reopening Developed Recreation Sites impacted by the Station Fire.   Our tentative 
goal is to have the majority of High Country sites (Chilao Campground/Picnic Area, 
Horse Flat Campground, Sulphur Springs Trail Camp, Buckhorn Station Trailhead, 
Buckhorn Campground, Eagles Roost Picnic Area, Islip Saddle Trail Camp etc) and 
Millard Campground ready for opening by mid- May.  Hidden Springs Picnic Area, 
Monte Cristo Campground and Lower Big Tujunga Canyon ready for opening by July 
4th.   Some of the other sites (Messenger Flat, Lightning Point Group Site, Mt. Pacifico 
Campground, Gould Mesa Trail Camp etc) may be closed this season because of 
safety issues. 
If you accumulated 100 volunteer hours during the 2009 calendar year, please contact 
me so you can receive your 2010 Annual Adventure Pass. 
Have you accumulated 500 volunteer hours since January 1, 2007?  If you have, 
please contact me so you can receive your Interagency – Annual Pass. 
The volunteer program is open to all individuals and/or groups that are interested in 
assisting the Angeles NF in accomplishing natural resource management objectives.

····  May 22nd -Deep Creek Hike-This lovely Creek is being 
considered for Wild and Scenic Status in California’s new 
Desert Wilderness Bill. This will be your opportunity to 
hike a pristine creek that you’ve never experienced before. 
Carpools will be leaving Towsley at 7:30 AM for the trip to 
the trail head. A wilderness guide will be meeting us to 
conduct the hike and tour of the area. The landscape 
surrounding Deep Creek is unique in a southern California 
context, and its recreation opportunities are valued at the 
regional and national levels. Thermal hot springs located 
here are unique and regionally important. 
 
Deep Creek supports the greatest diversity of wildlife 
habitats of any drainage on the San Bernardino National 
Forest and has earned the State designation of a Wild Trout 
Stream. It also represents some of the greatest diversity of 
vegetation communities of any drainage on the national 
forest. The surrounding area represents a transiticonifer 
forest. The vegetation ranges from sparse creosote, chamise 
and California buckwheat at lower elevations to oak and 
pinyon woodland and scattered mixed conifer, healthy 
riparian habitats are also present.   
   The Pacific Crest Trail (PCT) follows the creek 
from the Lake Arrowhead area to the Mojave River Forks 
Dam for 16 miles as part of the 2,650 mile national scenic 
trail crossing Deep Creek twice on elevated bridges.  
 

····  May 29th - Echo Mountain to Inspiration Point! This 
will be a 10 mile RT hike with a 2500’ gain. Meet at 
Towsley Canyon at 8:00 for an 8:15 departure to the trail 
head in Pasadena. You will visit old hotel and railroad 
ruins, then climb to the top of inspiration point where you 
will be able to see as far as Catalina, if it is clear. Bring 
your camera, lunch, and lots of water. Traditionally, we 
stop at a Pastrami restaurant called the “Hat” on the way 
back, so if you’d like to join us for this bring money for 
your lunch. Lunch will be late, so bring snacks, lots 
of water, camera to record the phenomenal view, 
and maybe a hot drink to take the chill off of the  
top  of the mountain.

Situational Awareness 
····  Always have a working radio when you go to the field. It may be a mobile or a hand held. 
Check the batteries and test the radio, make sure it works. 
···· Take a basic radio training class (offered periodically) if not sure of basic radio operations 
···· Try to work in pairs 
···· Always check-in with dispatch, let them know your location and if you are changing work areas 
···· Always communicate with your supervisor, let him/her know where you are going and when  
   you expect to be back 
···· Check you vehicle before leaving for your work assignment 
···· Have a current JHA and review it with your group 
···· Have a medical evacuation plan available and be completely knowledgeable of how it should  
   work, make sure it is specific for the area you may be working in 
···· Always be cautious when working with the public 
···· If a situation with the public  does not fee right, it is time to leave 
···· Have a first aid kit in your vehicle (required), make sure it is properly stocked 
···· Be aware of all things going on around you

IN THE LOS ANGELES TIMES 
Jun 4, 1912       TO RAISE BIG TREES HERE. 
Two Thousand Sequoias Planted in the Angeles Forest and are Reported to Be Doing Well. 

The experimental growing of the giant Sequoias, the California "Big Trees." has been undertaken 
in the Angeles National Forest by supervisor Charlton.  

Two thousand young trees are now planted in the Converse Flats, near San Bernardino county, and are 
doing well.The most northerly location where Sequoias are planted and growing at this time is the lands of the 
Tahoe reservation. It is claimed that the soil in San Bernardno county is just  the kind for the big trees to 
flourish in. The growth of the timber is very slow, however, the rings on the big fellows in the Yosemite 
indicating that they are thousands of years old.  

Note: The Converse Flats was a U.S. Forest Service experimental tree farm. In 1917 the tree farm was 
closed down and the land was leased to the Los Angeles Dept of Recreation and parks. The area, now called 
Camp Radford, is operated by the Los Angeles Dept. of Recreation and Parks under permit from National 
Forest Service.
