Wildlife must have freestanding water during guzzler
the hot, dry, summer months. All the forest mansnal
and most birds, need water on a daily basis. The
distances animals are willing or able to travel for
water largely determines where they are able @ liv
Long distance commutes to water holes is no problem
forstrong-flyingbirds like doves, but
groundbased birds such as chukar and partridges
have a problem. During summer, these birds are tied
to water by an invisible leash which seldom stretc

more than a mile from a source. Likewise, duriog h
weather, deer use of habitat decreases rapidligi@nces
greater than a mile from water, and disappearsaiytat a maximum of about five or six miles.

Over the years the development of a reliable msdarce has resulted in ingeniously simple, low
maintenance devices called “guzzlers,” that coléext store water for wildlife, have evolved. Thestno
efficient guzzler was developed in Nevada, heheenbme Nevada guzzler.

Typical large-capacity Nevada guzzlers employ lgesibping roof-like structures called “aprons” to
collect snow and rain, which is funneled into palyi buried storage tanks. These storage tankareatilt-in
drinking troughs that are designed to be acceswdewide variety of wildlife. While guzzlers aegpensive,
they cost about $20,000 for a 3,600 gallon systeaintenance requirements are low and life expegtanio
excess of 20 years.

Most wildlife species visit guzzlers during thexsmer months, yet guzzlers are busy collecting wate
year-round. And a surprising amount of water itAgypical Nevada guzzler using twin 15 x 40 fopt@ns
will fill its twin 1,800 gallon tanks with slightlyess than five inches of annual precipitation. €arction is
often accomplished with volunteer labor.

One such volunteer group helping the building@hzzlers is Quail Unlimited. Quail Unlimited was
founded in 1981 to battle the problem of dwindlqil populations and declining wildlife habitatdais the
oldest national, nonprofit conservation organizatiedicated to the wise management of Americat$ guikil.
Known as "America’'s Leader In Quail Conservatidr@ overall vision is to restore America's quail plagions
for future generations.

Quail Unlimited is a membership-based organizatiat consists of members-at-large as well as
members affiliated with local chapters. Local cleapiconduct annual fundraisers to have funds dlaifar
local projects. Since population declines are diyeaelated to landscape changes that have occoxedthe
past decades and since habitat loss is the mapbrilmating factor, most local projects are desigtednprove
habitat conditions.

R.H. CHARLTON, supervisor of the Angeles Foress&ee, announced yesterday that the
government will shortly dispose of the surplus tenlmcated on the national forest reserves in Qatlié.
Not less then 1,000,000,000 feet, running boardsomea will be sold to the highest bidder.

The action is an harmony with the policy of theeggmment involving the sale of timber that has
reached its growth and will later deteriorate imlfy. At the same time preventing the growth ofigger
and more virile trees.

Most of the timber to be offered, excepting 5008des of juniper at Hespiria, near San Bernarding
is located in the high sierras back of Fresno,iaridle Shasta reservations. In order to place ¢padment
in possession of all the necessary data, a susvegw being made with a view to selecting the most
available and accessible timber to be offered &be.dt is expected that the prices for the timdirbe
about as follows. Sugar pine, $3.60 per thousaet fellow pine, $2.50, fir and cedar, $1.50.

The programme determined upon by the forest resgfficials contemplates the sale of all the
timber that under the rules adopted by the depattwmfeagriculture, can be disposed of. In additothe
timber now to be offered at public vendue. It islerstood that another lot, fully as large willgdaced on
the market for the benefit of the big timber comseiater on.

The present is considered a most auspicious medging and indications point to the ready salg
of the trees. Inn some localities operations walldarried on an large scale making necessary the
construction of a railway to carry the logs outrtarket. This work will give employment to many men.

Flash forward

In the early 20" century the first federal land managers, the ForesService, had to
serve many conflicting interests: cattle ranchersshepherds, miners, loggers, homesteaders,
developers of water for drinking, irrigation and hydropower, as well as those who favored no
use of the national forests. Forest officers, werg@ven broad authority to make local decisions,
were instructed to use the "greatest good" as a mai compass.
