 ····  July 2nd -Lockwood Valley Boy Scout Camp to Sheep Camp. Leader: Dave 
 This is a great hike for members looking for both a strenuous or moderate hike. Choose 13 1/2 miles with 
3000'gain or for a moderate hike, 7 1/2 miles with 1000' gain.  The trail starts at the end of Boy Scout Camp 
road.  We hike on a dirt road to a 45' waterfall.  On the way we will take a side trail (3/4 mile) to view the 
hoodoo's of Frazier Park.  The dirt road turns into a trail at the waterfall and will lead us to Lilly Meadows.  For 
those looking for a moderate hike this would be a good spot to turn around. Return from this point is on your 
own. From Lilly Meadows to Sheep Camp is another 3 miles the last 2 are uphill.  The beauty of this portion of 
the hike is the forest, views, and wild flowers.  At Sheep Camp there is a small spring and views.  We will 
return the same way we came. Bring your camera, lots of water, lunch, snacks, and wear shoes with lots of 
tread. Poles are helpful if you have them. Wear sunscreen and a hat as well. A mosquito net is recommended for 
the last 2 miles of the hike. 

 Meet at Towsley Canyon at 06:45 for a 06:55 car pool.  
OR, meet at the trail head: 
 Directions to trailhead:  From Interstate 5 just north of Gorman, take the Frazier Park exit and follow 
Frazier Mountain Road west for 7 miles to the Lake of the Woods "Y" intersection.  Bear left here, pass the 
gingerbread house, to "Boy Scout Road" (8 miles).  Turn right until the end of the road (2 1/2 miles).  We 
should all meet at the trailhead at 08:00.  Adventure Pass required to park. 
  

 ····  July 9th -This will be our annual easy July hike! Leader: Dianne  
We’ll be hiking Whitney Canyon, which is cool, mostly shaded, and still full of wildflowers this time of year. 
It’s 5 miles round trip, so if you’re a beginner, this is for you! Meet at the park and ride at the end of Newhall 
Avenue (formerly San Fernando Road) and the SR-14. We’ll be waiting at the green gate for you at 8:00 for an 
8:15 departure. Bring water. We’ll be back before lunch! If you want to extend this hike, you can also do

 July 15th  Arrive at Campsite, set up camp, dinner on your own. 
\ July 16th  Saturday Stewardship at Horseshoe Lake in Mammoth Lakes Basin with Carole Lester, 
Mammoth Lakes Basin Steward followed by an afternoon hike, in Mammoth Lakes Basin, 3 miles.  Lunch 
included in volunteer event. BBQ at the campsite for dinner (no cost to you) 

 July 17th   Bodie Peak Hike, 8 miles with 1,000 ft gain. Lunch included on hike. Early dinner (no host 
bar) at Whoa Nellie Deli in Lee Vining included, complete with live music. Leave for home. Hike leader will 
either be Jack “Bodie” Shipley or Drew from FOI who is a great botanist! We should see tons of wildflowers 
and historical sites. 

 Camping--Camping at either the Pine Glen Group Campground in Mammoth or the Obsidian Flat Group 
Campground north of Mammoth (on the edge of the new Owens River Headwaters Wilderness). Cost of your 
camping site will be covered!! (No cost to you)  
Group limit-- 12 people –make reservations early with Dianne 
  

····  July 16th  -Pico Canyon- Leader: Steve  
Length: 4 miles one way, 8 miles RT Difficulty: Moderate due only to length....trip can be made shorter by 
turning around before reaching the top ridge. This is a wonderful, historical road made for the use of the 
residents of Mentryville to tend the oil wells established in the back of the canyon and the top ridge in the late 
1800s. There is old equipment scattered in the canyon, and historical markers noting the first oil wells in 
California. There is a slight gain to the midway point, but a more significant gain from the mid-point to the top. 
It's great to go steadily downhill on the way back! Coyotes, deer, and other small animals and reptiles are 
common on the trail. There are also wonderful flowers in this canyon, especially after wet winters! A portion of 
this trail/road has recently been paved for the movie companies. We will meet you at the trail head. Parking at 
the Trail head is $5.00. Parking outside the green MRCA gate is free. Note that if you park outside the gate, you 
will have to walk in to meet the hike leader about ¾ of a mile. Meet at 8:15 for an 8:30 departure. 
 DIRECTIONS TO THE TRAILHEAD: Exit I-5 at Lyons Avenue. Go East on Lyons. Continue to the 
end of Lyons (Now called Pico Canyon). If the MRCA gate is closed and locked, park at this point and walk 
into the park. If the gate is open, you can park inside the park. Proceed to the little old town of Mentryville, 
make a left over the culvert and park by the big Pepper Tree. There will be an entry gate opposite the Pepper 
Tree. You will be met under the Pepper tree by Leader: Steve 
 

····  July 23rd - Night hike to Mt Hollywood in Griffith Park   
Night hike to Mt Hollywood in Griffith Park to enjoy the sunset over the ocean, view of the lights of the LA 
basin, and avoid the hottest part of the day. This is a 5 mile RT, apx 800’ gain hike up to the top of Mt 
Hollywood which overlooks the Griffith Observatory and affords views from downtown LA, to Santa Monica 
and Glendale. Bring water, snacks or dinner, boots, flashlight or headlamp, and trekking poles. We’ll eat at the 
picnic tables on the summit! Meet at Towsley Cyn outside the gate before 6:00pm for a 6:15pm departure to the 
trail head or meet at the trailhead parking lot at 7pm. To meet at the trailhead from Santa Clarita, take I-5 South 
and exit at Los Feliz Blvd. Turn right on Crystal Springs Dr into Griffith Park. Take a left turn at the stop sign 
near the   Park Ranger Station (apx 1.5 miles) at the sign  for the Merry Go Round parking lot. Drive past the 
tennis courts, through the first parking lot  and past the Merry Go Round to the second parking lot.  Park at the 
north-end of the second parking lot.

····  July 30th -Between Baldy Notch and Icehouse Saddle are 3 summits rising over 8000'-Thunder 
Mountain (8587'), Telegraph Peak (8985') and Timber Mountain (8303').  Leader: Dave  
 These mountains are known as the 3 T's.  This well beaten trail zigzags over crests and across saddles, 
through open stands of pine, fir and cedar, offering continuous vistas.  The high mountain air is cool, clear and 
clean.  From Telegraph Peak the desert view rivals the one from Mt. Baldy. 
 

 This is an 8 1/2 mile trip with 1300' elevation gain but over 4,000' elevation loss.  Because of the 
elevation loss this hike is classified strenuous.  There will be a short car shuttle from Icehouse Canyon 
(Adventure Pass required) to the ski-lift.  This trip covers a lot of high country but we will get a head start by 
taking the ski-lift to Baldy Notch at a cost of $10 each.  On the way home let’s stop at Jamba Juice in 
Claremont for an energy boost before the drive home.  Bring water, snacks, lunch, sunscreen, hat, good boots, 
hiking poles, and anything else that will make your day.  If you need a Jamba Juice Swipe Card, ask 
Dianne…she has extras. 
 

 For those wishing to car pool meet at Towsley Canyon at 7:00 for a 7:15 departure or you can meet at 
the Mt. Baldy ski lift at 09:00. 
 

····  July 31st Cold Creek Preserve      Leader: Jerry 
 Easy pace moderate 6 mile photo hike, 1200 feet elevation gain,  
We will be entering an area that is only accessible by reservation and with  special permission of the Mountains 
Restoration Trust!  
 The Cold Creek Watershed is made up of steep slopes, high ridges, and incredible  rock formations. 
Nestled steeply behind Saddle Peak (El. 2400’), its north-facing slopes are cool and shady.  The headwaters of 
Cold Creek spring out of the ground  year-round providing a reliable source of cool, fresh water for the animal  
populations.  Spring comes late to north-facing slopes and there is often a  fascinating display of flowers 
blooming well into October. 
   Cold Creek is home to a number of unique plants and animals. Locally-rare  plant species include 
Plummer’s Baccharis, Deergrass, Stream Orchid,  Yellow-throated Phacelia, Big-leaf Maple, Red Shank and 
Humboldt Lily.  A number of species that are indicated as “threatened” on the endangered  species list also call 
Cold Creek home. These animals are the Cooper’s hawk,  mountain quail, yellow warbler, prairie falcon, golden 
eagle, horned lizard,  coastal western whiptail, silvery legless lizard, patch-nosed snake,  
ring-necked snake, San Diego mountain king snake, two-striped  garter snake, desert wood rat, ringtail and three 
bat species.  Bring 2 quarts water, lunch, snacks, hat, sunscreen and bug spray, appropriate  footwear WITH 
TREAD. 
 Meet at Towsley at 7:00 for 8:15 departure or meet at trailhead at 8:00 
Directions to Trailhead:  
From 101 Ventura Fwy take Valley Cir/Mulholland Dr exit S,  
Go 1/2 mile and turn R on Valmar Rd (becomes Old Topanga Cyn Rd),  
R on Mulholland Hwy (T-intersection) for 3½ mi,  
L on Stunt Rd for 1 mi, park on dirt shoulder on R.

PLAYGROUND FOR 6 MILLION  
 

 Angeles Forest, Nation’s Most Popular, Marks 75th Birthday

 When President Benjamin Harrison set aside the San Gabriel Mountains as a “timberland reserve” 75 
years ago today, he created what would eventually become the most popular forest in the nation. 
 The President’s action was virtually ignored at the time by the 50,395 residents of Los Angeles twice 
that many lived in the county—but conservationists John Muir, Abbot Kinney and others who led the fight to 
spare the forest hailed it as “one of the smartest moves President Harrison made all year.” 
 Few cities in the world have a park anywhere near the size of Angeles National Forest—the name 
given the timberland reserve in 1908—as a backyard. 
 Angeles Forest second oldest of the nation’s 154 national forests—is as big as the state of Rhode Island, 
600,000 acres occupying one-fourth of Los Angeles County.

 The forest is an all-year primeval playground for more then 6 million men, women and children who 
annually drive up the hill to escape the smog, camp out, commune with nature, hunt, fish, swim, ride 
horseback, ski, go sledding or romp in the snow. 
 Some of the biggest and oldest trees in America are up on the hill a stand of limber pine dates back to 
the time of Christ, even predating the giant Sequoia on the western slopes of the Sierra Nevada. 
 Within the forest are more then 100—campgrounds and picnic areas miles and miles of riding and 
hiking trails through tall timber. 
 There are 184 miles of fishable streams, three artificial and two natural lakes stoked regularly with 
tons of  trout. 
 Angeles Forest is a wildlife preserve populated by at least 15,000 deer, 30 black bear, herds of Nelson 
bighorn sheep, Mountain lions, bobcats, raccoons, possum, fox, squirrel, chipmunk and numerous other 
animals 
 

 Birds and Coyotes 
 Its sounds are chirping of birds, the staccato of a busy woodpecker and the yelp of the coyote. 
 There are 50 organizational camps, Thousands of underprivileged children each year are bussed into 
the forest, many for the first real vacation away from home. 
 Rising from the northern limits of the nation’s third largest city—which begins at the seashore—the 
San Gabriel Mountains reach a height of nearly two miles. Highest peak in the forest is 10,064-feet Mt. Baldy. 
 Nowhere in the country is there another range of mountains as rugged as the San Gabriels in the 
backyard of a large metropolitan area. Angeles Forest is peppered with spectacular peaks, ridges, valleys and 
rock formations. 
 Angeles Forest was the scene of California’s worst disaster, the collapse of St. Francis Dam in March 
1928. The water swept nearly 500 persons to their death in its 65-mile dash to the sea. Crumpled concrete 
boulders in San Francisquito Canyon are reminders of the tragedy.  
 

$13 million in Gold 
 Although no commercial mining takes place now, the forest in its day was one of the richest gold fields 
in the state. More than $13 million of the precious mineral was taken from the East Fork of the San Gabriel 
between 1855 and 1900. 
 Hundreds of weekend gold miners still pan mountain steams looking for nuggets and paydirt. 
 Maps of trails, recreational and scenic places within the forest are available at its headquarters, 1015 
N. Lake Ave, Pasadena, or at any of the 60 ranger stations in the forest. 
 Many who have found the forest a haven though  the years will look to the hills  
towering over Los Angeles today and with William T. Dresser, forest supervisor, and 
 his crew of rangers a happy 75th birthday.  
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Flash Forward to July 2011 
  Much has changed since 1967 
 The Angeles National Forest is one of the heaviest used forests in the country, being in such close 
proximity to Los Angeles, with a population of 15 million people and 40,000 visitors per month.. 
 
 There are five streams in the Angeles National Forest that can provide for year round fishing.  
They are the West, North and East Forks of the San Gabriel River, San Antonio Creek and Piru Creek.  Of these 
five streams two have sections that have been designated as a Wild Trout stream.  One is on the West Fork of 
the San Gabriel River and the other is on Piru Creek.  The Department of Fish and Game does not stock the 
designated wild trout areas on these streams.  They have a self-sustaining population of wild rainbow trout.  
Each stream is unique in it's own way, from the bike path on the West Fork, to the  mining on the East Fork, to 
the hiking along the San Antonio Creek and the fishing on Piru Creek 
  
 A permit is required to remove any forest product (firewood and manzanita) from the Angeles 
National Forest. Please contact Angie Stever at the District Office… (818) 899-1900, ext. 226. 
 
            There are now 50 active campgrounds in the Angeles forest.  
            However some campsites  are closed due to station fire.

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Quick I need a picture! 
 You out in the Angles Forest  and you see an event 
that you want  to take a picture with your phone. 
Unfortunately your phone was turned off to save battery and 
by the time  you have it ready to use the event is over. 
 There are parts of the Angeles Forest with no phone 
service due to the terrain and distance from cell towers. 
  

  Rather than turning off your phone  to save the 
battery power. Place the phone into “Airplane mode”.  
 What that allows you to do basically is turn off all of the 
phone radios. Bluetooth ,Wi-Fi, EDGE and GPRS will all be 
disable so no info can be sent or received unless it is connected 
via USB to a computer. 
 This will result in a  substantial increase in battery life 
which allows you to have your phone ready for pictures.  
  

 Why does the phone use more  power when there is no  
local service?   Think of your phone as lost in the forest. Unable 
to contact a cell tower your phone starts to  broadcast signals 
looking for a tower. When there is no reply the phone continues 
expending more battery power looking for that tower. 
 
 So when there is no phone service, place your phone 
on Airplane Mode and you are ready for that opportunity!
