What is it?
It can be found growing below 4000 feet. The specie
name glauca means bluish-gray, referring to the col of the
1 to 4 inch long oval-shaped leaves found alternatj on long
stems.
It is technically a misnomer to refer to Nicotiana
glauca as Indian Tobacco, as that is the common namf a
separate species, though this and others in the Mitana
genus are often grouped and referred to as such.
Common characteristics of Nicotiana are a stickjeaf
texture, smelly odor, and narcotic properties. Aslie name
suggests, members of this genus were of social anddicinal
uses to native peoples of the region. . K

Toxic Characteristics

As a member of the nightshade family of plants it
produces anabasine which is similar in both structre and
effects as nicotine.

Nicotine is a plant defense to leaf eating insect
Nicotine was widely used as an insecticide in thept and
currently nicotine analogs such as imidacloprid cotinue to
be widely used.

This natural insecticide makes all parts of the lant
poisonous if ingested

Where did it come from?

The plant was introduced as an
ornamental to the United States in the late
1800s. How does it spread?

It was imported from Bolivia Tree tobacco is a prolific seed

and water. Plants are self compatible
and are fertilized by moths and

hummingbirds.

On a cool and mostly clear Saturday, CORBA and midMilson Bicycling Association volunteers
teamed up to work on the Gabrielino trail. The Gallo between Switzers and Redbox was openeceto th
public back in May 2011, though the trail has h#tklattention and was in very poor shape. Throongmy
sections the old trail is simply non-existent. riétg at Switzer's Day Use area, the volunteerskedrtheir
way up the trail.

At the outset, two large trees were removed frioenttail. These had toppled in the ferocious wind
storm of November 30, 2011, and were not preseenwhe trail was surveyed for work a week earlethird
tree remains and is too massive to move with haalst The yellow warning signs greeting trail usandrails
that pass through burn zones has a clear messhggetrées, weakened by the fire, pose a considehaaard
and may fall at any time. Especially now, more thao years after Station Fire, dead trees are pagyno rot
and weaken. Falling trees will continue to be aggarior years to come.

The volunteer trail crews, led by Mitch Marichtbk MWBA, and Hans Kiefer and Steve Messer fro
CORBA, rebuilt two severely damaged drainagesré@uired extensive rock retaining walls and rock
armoring. In addition, tread was out sloped andewetl along many narrowed sections and the bruslcutas
back. The crews worked on approximately 1.3 mifgsail, from switzers to the second stream cragsind
switchbacks. Some sections of the trail now rum@lihe alluvial wash at the base of the canyons Wais
created by the tremendous water and debris flowlseopast two winters. However, all of the trailrked on
by the crew is now easily negotiable for trail ss@vith the exception of the one large downed tina¢
remains). With another day’s work in January, wpéhto have the entire trail clear of significanstalzles and
seeing regular use once again.

The crew was fed with pizza and sodas after tly&sdeork was done. Everyone came away from the
event with a sense of satisfaction and were loofangard to getting the remain sections of traingeted in
the new year.
